Tobias Harkleroad is a 1996
alumnus of SLS. For the last
the six years he has worked as
a teacher and administrator in
Catholic elementary and high
schools in the Archdiocese of
Washington. As part of his
education for a master's in
Catholic school leadership he
wrote and subsequently
published several papers on
the educational model used by
the Province of St. Joseph at
St. Lawrence Seminary; he has
presented several times at the national NCEA convention advocating a wider
use of the SLS model.

“Providence has blessed me with the right combination of experiences (many
of which are the direct result of the work done by friars) to enable me to see
in a unique moment in time for my local community the possibility of great
things for the future. In response to parish consultations initiated at several
neighboring parish schools this past fall, my pastor, Mike Johnson OFM,
and | decided to ask hard questions about the future of our parish school
(St. Camillus School & Early Childhood Learning Center). This led us to ask
our neighbors to vision with us about what might be possible for the future.

“l am very happy to report that after several months of intense exploration
and planning we have been granted permission by the Archdiocese of
Washington to form a new regional school to be known as Saint Francis
International School. Our new school will be heavily imbued with the
Franciscan charism of our pastoral staff of OFM friars and the charism
carried by myself and pastor of our partner parish who both have the
blessing of Capuchin formation. Our new school will embrace a number of
new governance and instructional models as we work to ensure that our



economically, linguistically, and culturally diverse parish, school, and local communities have access to the
benefits of Catholic education for generations to come.

“In many ways, as we continue to craft and build this new community of faith and learning, the legacy that
the friars of the St. Joseph Province have left through the many men they have ministered to at St. Lawrence
Seminary and through their vocation ministry will also be shared with the hundreds of students and families
who | now minister to every day as the principal of St. Camillus School, and soon as the co-head of the
Saint Francis International School.

“To the friars, | personally offer my eternal thanks and | also offer thanks on behalf of the community | am
able to serve because of the friars!”

St. Lawrence Seminary completed the North Central Association of Colleges and Schools re-accreditation
process recently. In a letter to the friars, provincial minister John Celichowski said that the school “not only
passed, but did so with the distinction of being named a “high quality secondary institution.” The accrediting
committee gave special commendation for the school’s mission and values statement, and found that the
statement was integrated in every aspect of the school’s program. Additionally, the committee cited the
service or “ministry component” for the students was a “model program.” SLS is a “model of leadership,”
said the report, and “The Franciscan influence and charism” was seen as permeating the school.

John thanked and congratulated Denis Druggan (rector) and the entire faculty and staff of St. Lawrence for
their ministry in helping young men “not only grow academically, but also spiritually and socially and come
to realize God'’s call int heir lives — as six generations have before them.” John is a 1980 graduate of SLS.

The new endeavor mentioned by Tobias Harkleroad (above article) is
described as “a new Catholic school for the 21 century,” an
international school, offering pre-kindergarten through eight grade,
and will initially be based at St. Camillus School in Silver Spring MD,
where Harkleroad is principal. Offering classes in early childhood,
elementary and middle school education, as well as a summer
program, the school will provide an array of programs stressing
Franciscan values.
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Initially, the school will serve between 450 and 550 students, and expects to increase enrollment, according
to Harkleroad. The project is a join partnership between St. Camillus Church in Silver Spring and St. Mark
the Evangelist in Hyattsvile MD, both of which have been served by the Franciscan Friars since 1984, and
both of which have large immigrant populations. “The new school will operate with significant differences
from most of the other parochial schools in our archdiocese,” said Harkleroad, who joined the St. Camillus
staff in 2007. Those differences will include an acknowledgment that each child and family is unique. It also
includes longer school days, multilingual classes and a wide variety of after-school enrichment classes and
activities.
